STATEMENT OF PURPOSES

SECTION 5(b) ASSOCIATIONS INCORPORATION ACT 1981

The Purposes of the Association are to:

1
Be the peak Victorian not-for-profit body for carers of people with mental health issues and organisations with a carer-support focus.

2
Help raise community awareness about mental health issues and the challenges faced by carers of people with mental health issues.

3
Provide information, education and training to members and others involved in caring for people with mental health issues.

4
Ensure state and federal governments recognise the role, contribution and needs of the carers of people with mental health issues.

5
Facilitate communication between carers, government and other stakeholders in the mental health system.

6
Advocate for policy changes and improved services to address carer needs.

7
Support carer participation in the planning, delivery and evaluation of services for people with mental health issues and their carers.

8
Facilitate the development of relationships between carers and carer-focussed organisations and other stakeholders in the mental health service system, and facilitate the establishment of partnerships between carers and service providers.

9
Encourage research on best practice in carer support.
